Student Travel Grant
[bookmark: _GoBack]The SHS Student Travel Grant provides monies to support student travel to approved academic meetings and conferences. Students are eligible to apply for travel grants throughout the year. Student Travel Grant Committee members review applications on a rolling basis. The amount of travel funds available varies from year to year. As such, award amounts may vary from awardee to awardee depending on the number of applicants, however, grant awards are capped at a maximum of $850 per awardee. Complete or partial funding may be available for: hotel expense, airfare, registration fees, mileage and food. Applications are scored using the rubric attached on page 3 of this document. 
Student eligibility:
· MOT students must be currently enrolled full or part and be in good academic standing and not on academic or professional probation.
· A student's request must be approved by the Program Director or faculty member of his/her specific program as part of the application process.
· Students may still apply to attend a conference, seminar or event that will occur post-graduation, if the event is no more than 90 days past graduation.

Application Requirements:
To be considered, the student must complete and submit all of the below materials no later than 30 days prior to the conference, seminar or event you are requesting funds to attend. Incomplete applications will be returned to you and not considered until the committee has received all documents.

☐ Application cover sheet (page 2 of this document) signed by the applicant and the Program Director
☐ Letter of intent 
***Letter of Intent Guidelines:
· Should be no more than 500 words and written in Times New Roman font, size 12
· Should be written in professional language with proper grammar and spelling
· Should explain how the conference will benefit your academic or professional growth, and benefit your program, profession and/or your community, if applicable
· Support how the conference will help in attainment of future goals and endeavors

☐ Proof of academic eligibility
***Applicants may submit an internal transcript (electronic version) as proof of academic eligibility. If a student is in the first semester of the program, then they may submit their current course grades. 

Note about award payment: Award monies are disbursed into the awardee’s WSU student account and will show up under Financial Aid Awards. If a student has an unpaid balance on their WSU account, funds may be automatically transferred/used to cover unpaid balances. Funds are not paid out directly to the student or to their personal (non WSU) accounts.
