All prerequisites
and general education requirements must have a minimum grade of C/2.0. All courses must be for grade. Pass/Fail and Satisfactory/Unsatisfactory grades are not
accepted. All science prerequisites must be completed within six years prior to admission into the program. Prerequisites and equivalent courses change. It is the
responsibility of the student to keep current with any changes to the prerequisites and equivalent courses.

(3) For the pharmacy program, you must have at least six semester credit hours of anatomy and physiology with at least three semester credit hours of anatomy of physiology at the 3000-

level or higher

(3) For the Physical Therapy program, you need to take two 3000-level or higher courses in the same discipline. For example, two 3000-level or higher courses in biology or two 3000-level or
higher courses in psychology.
(4) For the Mortuary Science program, applicants may follow the previous program-specific prerequisite requirements until Fall 2020. All students must follow the new General Education
requirements as of Fall 2019. Students who enrolled at Wayne State prior to Fall 2018 can choose to follow the new general education program or the previous requirements. See
http:/cphs.wayne.edu/mortuary-science/admissions.php for more information.
